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Abstract

“Standards and the Photoluminescent Industry” - “A pathway to positioning the products”
Over the last 15 years a series of standards have been elaborated to lay the foundation for the creation of specifications and codes to guide the use of photoluminescent signs and way-guidance systems. This paper reviews the key parts of these Standards to provide the industry with some hopefully simple perspectives on how to present products consistently in the market place and help reduce confusion and misunderstandings from prospective users.

It is hoped that the presentation provides enough information to ensure a consistent use of the Standards in which the PSPA has participated to avoid a proliferation of self made standards and codes by authorities and accreditation bodies. Furthermore, some key opportunities are highlighted by latest development in the Standards.
